At a later time, you might be infected with a harmful form of the micro-organism. Because your white cells have already learnt how to defeat these germs, they can quickly detect the germs and make the antibodies to attack them.

The harmful micro-organisms, therefore, are killed before they can make you ill.

When you have a vaccination, the doctor injects a weak or dead form of particular micro-organisms into your blood.
